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Overview

Introduction

The “Medicaid Maternal and Child Health Status Indicators Report” is an annual
report produced for the Agency for Health Care Administration by The Lawton
and Rhea Chiles Center (The Center) and the Maternal Child Health and
Education Research and Data Center (The Research Center). The purpose of
this report is to provide descriptive statistics, including five-year trends where
appropriate, for a number of pregnancy and birth health status indicators. The
report stratifies these statistics by Medicaid eligibility classification,
race/ethnicity of beneficiaries, and type of Medicaid provider. In addition, the
report provides data on the corresponding descriptive statistics for non-
Medicaid pregnant women and shows their outcomes alongside those of
Medicaid beneficiaries.

Medicaid delivery, as distinct from birth, is the unit of analysis for all
indicators related exclusively to the mother’s prenatal experience. Birth is the
unit of analysis for all indicators related to newborn outcomes. For purposes
of this report, Medicaid beneficiaries are defined as Florida resident females
who were enrolled in Medicaid for at least one day during their pregnancy.
Medicaid beneficiaries are subdivided into the following eight mutually exclusive
categories:

SOBRA - pregnant women who have a family income less than 185 percent of
the federal poverty level and who do not qualify or receive cash assistance under
the Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) program. These women
are only eligible for Medicaid during their pregnancy and 60 days following the
birth of the child.

Non-SOBRA - pregnant women who are eligible for Medicaid by virtue of a
family income less than 25 percent of the federal poverty level, assets less than
$2000, and receive cash assistance under the Temporary Assistance for Needy
Families (TANF) program.

CMS High Risk Pregnancy — women who have a history of difficult
deliveries or a current medical condition that could result in a difficult delivery
and are patients in the Department of Health's Children’s Medical Services’

(CMS) High Risk Obstetrical Program based in a Regional Perinatal Intensive
Care Center.

Medically Needy — women who have complex medical problems which result
in major health care expenditures that reduce their income to a level that
enables them to qualify for Medicaid during pregnancy.

Medicaid Supplemental Security Income — pregnant women who have a
diagnosed disability and who meet specified income requirements.

Alien —women who are not U.S. citizens and whose delivery, but no prenatal
or postnatal care, was funded by Medicaid.

Temporarily Eligible — women who were presumptively eligible for Medicaid
and received prenatal care services funded by Medicaid for thirty or more days,
but who were subsequently determined to be financially ineligible for Medicaid.

In Medicaid for Less Than Eight Days — women who were enrolled in
Medicaid for less than eight days during their pregnancy and, therefore, cannot
be considered to have received prenatal care funded by Medicaid. Most of
these women were enrolled in Medicaid just prior to labor and delivery.

For the first time, this report includes women with missing social security
numbers. This change was made because The Research Center developed new
matching procedures that enabled identifying and linking these women across
the population databases used in this study. In 2003, pregnant women without
social security numbers who were enrolled in the Medicaid program constituted
almost 12,000 women, up from 6,000 in 1999. The majority of these women
are Hispanic. Because these women were added to the report for 2003 only, many of the
indicator tables will reflect an uncharacteristic increase in 2003 totals and some of the five-year
trends will reflect a sharp rise in 2003. These increases, however, actually occurred gradually
over the five-year study period but were not reported for 1999 through 2002 because the
identification of women without social security numbers was not perfected until this year.

The Research Center, in consultation with the Chiles Center, has developed
an “impact model” to explore the relationship between maternal socio-
demographic, health and behavioral characteristics, and pregnancy, birth, and

infancy outcomes. This model provides the backbone for a series of
complementary reports that focus on specific issues such as predictors of child
maltreatment and kindergarten performance. In addition, this model is being
expanded to analyze the potential cost/benefit of interventions that are
intended to reduce the incidence of adverse birth outcomes. These studies
utilize statistical modeling procedures that are described in a special report
entitled, “Description of the Impact Model Used to Estimate the Effect of Risk Factors on
Adverse Maternal and Child Outcomes.”

Summary of Significant Trends

This report includes a broad range of descriptive statistics that illustrate the
impact that Medicaid has on the provision of prenatal care, labor, and delivery
services for low-income women. These statistics do not establish causal
relationships between the provision of Medicaid services or the presence of a
specific risk factor or indicator and birth outcomes, and, therefore, one should
not ascribe a causal connection between an outcome and a descriptive indicator.
For example, it would be unfounded to assume a causal relationship between a
given race and the birth outcomes for that race, just as it would be unfounded
to assume a causal relationship between a type of health care provider delivery
system (traditional fee-for-service, MediPass, and HMO) and the birth
outcomes for women served in that system. On the other hand, these statistics
are important indicators of the relative well-being of individuals in different
Medicaid classifications, different racial/ethnic groups, or served by different
types of providers. Where the rates are substantially different between such
groups, or higher than acceptable levels, one should use this information to
direct research toward understanding the causes of these differences.

This summary highlights important trends embedded in the series of tables
and graphs that constitute the body of the report. These highlights do not
capture the level of detail that further examination of the tables will provide, but
they do demonstrate the significance of Medicaid for the provision of prenatal
care in Florida and reveal major disparities with regard to birth outcomes
among subpopulations within our society.

Medicaid Enrollment Growth

Medicaid now funds almost 50 percent of all deliveries, up from 44
percent in 1999. As the lion’s share of this growth has occurred within the
SOBRA subgroup (women who are only eligible for Medicaid during their
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pregnancy and for 60 days following the birth of the child), this trend is
primarily a reflection of decreasing incomes among the child bearing population
and aggressive outreach efforts primarily by Healthy Start to ensure that eligible
women are enrolled in Medicaid and receive adequate prenatal care. Without
the Medicaid program many of these women would not be able to access
prenatal care. Figure 1 shows the continuous growth in Medicaid as a proportion
of all deliveries.

Figure 1 — Number of Deliveries for Florida By Medicaid Status, 1999-2003
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Hispanic women accounted for most of the growth in Medicaid deliveries
between 1999 and 2003. Though the total number of deliveries funded by
Medicaid has increased for all racial/ethnic groups, the proportion of total
deliveries has decreased for Caucasians and African Americans. The increase in
Hispanic enrollment is consistent with the growth of the Hispanic population in
Florida over the last decade. Figure 2 shows the percent distribution of
Medicaid deliveries by major race/ethnicity groups in Florida between 1999 and
2003.

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Medicaid Service Providers

In 2003, seventy percent of all Medicaid beneficiaries were provided
prenatal care by traditional fee-for-service providers, with MediPass
providing 11 percent and HMOs 19 percent. Traditional fee-for-service
deliveries increased 25 percent between 1999 and 2003 while HMO deliveries
decreased 24 percent. HMO and MediPass providers only served a significant
number of Medicaid beneficiaries in the non-SOBRA and Medicaid SSI
categories. Women in these two categories were subject to mandatory
assignment to HMOs and they were the most likely of all Medicaid beneficiaries
to be long-term beneficiaries of Medicaid funded health care. Furthermore,
over 75 percent of all HMO prenatal care for Medicaid beneficiaries was
provided by only three HMOs (Amerigroup Florida, Staywell Health Plan and
Healthease of Florida, Inc.) A loss of traditional fee-for-service providers due
to reduced levels of reimbursement, escalating malpractice insurance premiums
or policy shifts that require prenatal care to be provided by managed care would
challenge the Medicaid prenatal care delivery system unless there is a
simultaneous expansion of managed care networks. These networks should be
required to provide prenatal care to all categories of pregnant Medicaid
beneficiaries.

Figure 3 shows the distribution of Medicaid beneficiaries by type of provider:
traditional fee-for-service, MediPass and Health Maintenance Organization
(HMO) in 2003.

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Entry Into Prenatal Care

Over 90 percent of non-Medicaid women enter prenatal care in the first
trimester. This percentage has been constant over the most recent five years.
Medicaid beneficiaries increased first trimester enroliment from 73 percent to
77 percent over the same five-year period, with the greatest increase occurring
within the Medically Needy population. Non-SOBRA beneficiaries, however,
remained over 7 percentage points below SOBRA beneficiaries and 18
percentage points below non-Medicaid women in first trimester entry into care.

Women, who have the lowest income and who are most likely to have
less than a high school education and lack the support of a partner, are
the least likely to enter prenatal care in the first trimester.

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Adequacy of Prenatal Care

There was a dramatic disparity between non-Medicaid and Medicaid women
with regard to the adequacy of the prenatal care received. Adequacy of prenatal
care is a measure based on a combination of first trimester entry into prenatal
care and receipt of a specific number of visits adjusted for gestational age. It
does not measure the content or quality of the prenatal care received. Four
percent of non-Medicaid women received inadequate prenatal care,
whereas 14 percent of Medicaid women received inadequate prenatal
care. Ten percent of SOBRA beneficiaries had inadequate prenatal care
whereas non-SOBRA beneficiaries had almost a 17 percent inadequate prenatal
care rate. Though the rates of inadequate prenatal care improved slightly for all
women between 1999 and 2003, the persistent disparity between lower and
higher income women is a serious indicator of concern that has major
implications for birth and subsequent outcomes.

The African American rate of inadequate prenatal care in 2003 was 42
percent greater than the rate for Caucasians served in the Medicaid
program and 24 percent greater than the rate for Hispanics. The fact that
disparities were relatively constant between 1999 and 2003 suggests that we
have not yet developed a prenatal service delivery system that successfully
engages all pregnant women. This may be a reflection of inadequate outreach
(only 56 percent of Medicaid beneficiaries were screened by Healthy Start in
2003 compared to 64 percent in 1999), prenatal care, content, and practice that
is not relevant to the needs of some populations, or unwillingness of providers
to serve some populations.

Figure 6 on the following page shows the rates of inadequate prenatal care
for Caucasian, African American and Hispanic women in the Medicaid program
between 1999 and 2003.

smoking over two times more often than the Medicaid population as a whole.
These numbers need to be used with caution as the reliability of self-reported
data on this subject is suspect. Nonetheless, the disparities between Medicaid
and non-Medicaid, and between Caucasian Medicaid beneficiaries compared to
any other race/ethnic category, are too pronounced to be ignored. Figure 7
shows the five-year trends for Medicaid and non-Medicaid pregnant women.

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WIC Participation

The Women, Infant and Child Nutrition Program (WIC) has proven to be
significantly related to positive birth outcomes. Despite a number of studies
that have shown that pregnant Medicaid beneficiaries who participate in WIC
are more likely to have a positive birth outcome, in 2003 only 73 percent of
Medicaid women were enrolled in WIC during pregnancy. This means
that over 25,000 women who were eligible for WIC did not benefit from this
effective preventive service. Interestingly, this was one of the few indicators in
the report where Caucasian women had a lower participation rate (69 percent)
than any other racial/ethnic group other than Asians. Hispanic women have
the highest participation rate (76 percent).

Though WIC participation gradually increased between 1999 and 2003 (see
Figure 9), the Department of Health should examine the WIC delivery system to
determine if outreach and access deficiencies may be the reason over 25 percent
of women in Medicaid do not participate. In addition, Medicaid policies should
be reviewed to determine if additional requirements should be implemented to

encourage Medicaid prenatal care providers to ensure enroliment of all
Medicaid beneficiaries in the WIC program.

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Interpregnancy Intervals

Most research suggests that an inter-pregnancy interval of greater than 24
months is optimal for positive birth outcomes and the subsequent health and
social development of the child. In Florida in 2003, however, 40 percent of
Medicaid beneficiaries had pregnancy intervals below 18 months compared to
35 percent of non-Medicaid women. These statistics suggest that pregnancy
spacing needs more attention than it has received for all racial/ethnic groups,
including greater effort to insure that Medicaid beneficiaries are enrolled in the
Medicaid Family Planning waiver. They also suggest that there may be a
positive correlation between participation in prenatal care and optimal
pregnancy spacing, particularly for women with the lowest incomes. Figure 10
shows the percent of interpregnancy intervals below 18 months by
race/ethnicity for selected Medicaid subgroups.

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Low Birth Weight

Low birth weight is one of the most significant risk factors associated with
adverse birth, infant, and child development outcomes, including increased risk
for child maltreatment in the first two years of life. Unfortunately, in Florida
low birth weight rates increased for the total population between 1999 and 2003
though they decrease slightly for Medicaid beneficiaries. The low birth weight
rate for Medicaid beneficiaries declined from 9.8 percent to 9.5 percent while
the statewide rate for all women increased from 8.3 percent to 8.5 percent and
for non-Medicaid women from 7.1 percent to 7.5 percent. A one percent low
birth weight rate for the total population represents approximately 2,000 infants.
Figure 11 shows five-year trends in low birth weight rates for non-Medicaid and
Medicaid groups between 1999 and 2003.

Though the decrease in low birth weight rates for Medicaid beneficiaries
overall was encouraging, their rates were still 27 percent greater than that of
non-Medicaid women. There were also extreme variations among Medicaid
subgroups with women in the high-risk pregnancy subgroup experiencing a low
birth weight rate of 33 percent in 2003, which included almost 2,900 births or
29% of all the low birth weight babies born to Medicaid beneficiaries. This is
particularly striking as women in the high-risk pregnancy program gave birth to
only 8.4 percent of the total Medicaid births.

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Physical complications undoubtedly account for a large proportion of this
phenomenon and, therefore, early identification of women at risk and
immediate referral of them to a high-risk pregnancy program is very important.
There may also be a need to give more attention to non-medical supports for
these women throughout and for several months following their pregnancy.
For example, women in high-risk pregnancy programs had a reduced risk of
giving birth to a low birth weight and very low birth weight baby if they
received Healthy Start services according to a recent evaluation of the Medicaid
Healthy Start waiver conducted by The Chiles Center.

Florida’s low birth weight rates continue to rise. African American
rates are extraordinarily high. Within racial/ethnic populations, African
Americans experienced the most severe rates of low birth weight. In 2003, the
low birth weight rate for African American Medicaid beneficiaries was 14
percent compared to 8.2 percent for Caucasians and 7.4 percent for Hispanics.
Equally disturbing are the extremely high rates for women who were in the
Medicaid program for less than eight days during their pregnancy, with African
American women having much higher rates (17.2 percent) than Caucasians (12
percent) and Hispanics (14.9). The rates for Asian and Native American
populations fluctuated more over the five-year period because of the relatively
small size of these populations, but both had rates that were consistently less
than the rates for African Americans. Figure 12 shows the percent of low birth
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weight newborns by race/ethnicity for Non-Medicaid and Medicaid
populations.

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Figure 13 shows the most recent five-year trends in low birth weight rates for
Caucasians, African Americans and Hispanics in the Medicaid program.
Among Medicaid beneficiaries, only African Americans had a consistent
increase in low birth weight between 1999 and 2003. Though the adequacy of
prenatal care generally improved over the same five-year period for all
racial/ethnic groups, this did not result in improved low birth weight for the
African American population. This suggests that adequate prenatal care, though
significantly related to improvement of some health outcomes, is not a
sufficient factor in reducing low birth weight. Prenatal care practice may need
to pay more attention to non-medical factors that might influence low birth
weight, such as stress, depression, environment, and family and neighborhood
support, and involve interdisciplinary teams in providing an expanded approach
to prenatal care.

The Indicator “16” series tables in the body of this report provide detailed
statistics on low birth weight. The Indicator “17,” “18” and “19” series tables
disaggregate low birth weight into finer components — very low birth weight,
term low birth weight and pre-term low birth weight. The disproportionate
representation of African American women persists within each of these
components.

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Infant Mortality

Infant mortality rates have long been viewed as a measure of the overall
health of a community, state or country. The United States has had one of the
highest infant mortality rates among developed countries. Florida ranked very
high among the states in the early 1990s. Five initiatives worked simultaneously
to significantly reduce infant mortality rates in Florida during the 1990s:

1. Expansion of the number of prenatal care providers by increasing
Medicaid reimbursement rates;

2. Expansion of Medicaid eligibility requirements that enabled women up
to 185% of the poverty level to receive prenatal care and delivery
Services;

3. Expansion of Level Il and Level 111 neonatal intensive care centers that
provided greater access to specialized care

4. Improvements in medical technology which enabled infants to live who
previously would have died; and

5. Creation of the Healthy Start program which identified women at risk
of poor birth outcomes, coordinated prenatal health care networks in
underserved communities, and increased early enrollment of women
into prenatal care and related support services during and immediately
after pregnancy.



Unfortunately, the decrease in infant mortality rates may be beginning to
reverse itself. In Florida, infant mortality rates increased 5.5 percent from 1999
to 2002. All of the increase was within the population of women who were
enrolled in the Medicaid program. The infant mortality rate for Medicaid
beneficiaries increased 8.8 percent over the past four years, from 9.1 in
1999 t0 9.9 in 2002. Figure 14 shows trends in infant mortality rates between
1999 and 2002 statewide and for non-Medicaid and Medicaid births.

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As with low birth weight rates, African American infant mortality rates are
significantly higher than Caucasians or Hispanics for both Medicaid and non-
Medicaid women. Among non-Medicaid women, African American rates are
more than three times greater than either Caucasians or Hispanics; among
Medicaid beneficiaries they are 57 percent higher than Caucasians and 80
percent higher than Hispanics. Among Medicaid eligibility classifications,
women who were enrolled in Medicaid for less than eight days during their
pregnancy had incredibly high infant mortality rates with Caucasians having a
rate of 20.7, African Americans 43.4 and Hispanics 21.5. These rates suggest
that there needs to be a comprehensive analysis of what services are included in
prenatal and infant health care, how these services are provided to African
American women both in and outside the Medicaid program, and if they are
sufficient to address the root causes of infant mortality.

Figure 15 shows infant mortality rates in 2002 for Caucasians, African
Americans, and Hispanics for selected Medicaid subgroups. Figure 16 shows
five-year trends in infant mortality rates for Caucasian, African American, and
Hispanic women in the Medicaid program.
